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Cycle Forum Workshops
The Council facilitated an LSTF Workshop with members of the Cycle Forum in November to identify improvements to the east/southeast cycle routes. Recommendations from this workshop were taken to January’s TMAP and include: 

· Undertaking a cycle parking audit to identify where cycle parking is needed and to install as appropriate;

· Extending the R30 cycle route from Crescent Road to Three Tuns;

· Decluttering London Road and extend cycle path to link to key destinations such as Cemetery Junction and the new student accommodation at Mansfield Hall; and 

· Requesting permission for the cycle routes through the university to be added to the cycle maps

The next meeting, which will focus on north Reading, is scheduled to take place on 31st January. Future workshops will also be planned.
Street Lighting
As part of improvements to the cycle network, low-carbon lighting will be installed along the A33 between Imperial Way and the IDR, commencing on 12th March for 7 nights. Modern lighting designed to shine directly onto the roads and pavements will be used and will help reduce energy costs and carbon emissions.
A similar scheme using LED lighting is also planned for Kennetside in the spring.

Cycle Development Officer
Reading is working with CTC to employee a Cycle Development Officer to help deliver a number of cycle initiatives through LSTF, including:

· Adult cycle training;

· Bike clubs

· Workplace cycle challenge; and 

· Bike Week

This position is currently being advertising and an officer is expected to be in post by mid-March.
Cycle Hire 
Reading is also reviewing proposals from Brompton in regards to a folding bike scheme at Reading Station.

Proposals for Reading College and the University of Reading are being investigated further.

Cycle Maintenance & Route Auditing

Sustrans will be recruiting an additional 20 volunteers to help carry out minor improvements to cycle and walking routes, minor litter clearance, and keeping signs and routes clear of vegetation. In addition, Sustrans will carry out walking and cycle route audits as required. 
An annual programme of minor works will also be developed, including cycle parking.
Local Sustainable Transport Fund Partnership Bid 

Following the success of the small LSTF bid Reading 

· Extension of Personalised Travel Planning in Reading, including West Berkshire and Wokingham
· Extension of cycle hire/pool bike scheme at local centres, employment hubs and transport interchanges

· Pedestrian/cycle bridge over the River Thames; and 

· Improvements to walking and cycling routes such as low-carbon lighting, speed limit reviews
